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one ignores the command of Allah. They also tell us of a great
miracle, which was bringing the dead back to life before people’s
eyes in this world. We also see the command to fight and spend in
the cause of Allah, and He tells us the reasons that should encourage
us to do that, by calling it a loan and telling us that the reward for it
will be multiplied and that Allah is the One Who withholds or gives
abundantly, and to Him we will all return.
