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Their reward for that is that He grants them safety from the darkness
of the grave, the gathering and the resurrection and blesses them with
eternal bliss, comfort, ease and happiness.

§As for those who disbelieve, their protectors are tighootd; they have
taken the Shaytan and his troops as friends, instead of Allah; they
have taken Shaytén as a friend instead of their Lord. So Allah has
given the Shaytan and his troops power over them, as a punishment to
them; thus they incited them to commit sins and evil actions, and they
brought them forth from the light of faith, knowledge and obedience
to the darkness of disbelief, ignorance and sin. Their punishment for
that was to be deprived of good things and to miss out on delights,
Jjoys and pleasures. They will be with the Shaytan and his friends,
suffering regret in the hereafter. Hence Allah (45) says: §They will
be inhabitants of the fire, to abide therein foreverp.
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2:258. Have you not seen the one who argued with Ibraheem about
his Lord. as Allah had granted him kingship? Ibraheem said:
My Lord is He Who gives life and death. He said: I give life
and death. Ibraheem said: But it is Allah Who brings the sun
from the east; so bring it from the west [if you can]. Thus the
one who disbelieved was dumbfounded. Allah does not guide
wrongdoing people.
