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^But if  they turn away)» that is, if  they turn away from obeying 
Allah and His Messenger, there is no recourse for them except 
disbelief and obedience to every rebellious devil:

^About whom it is decreed that whoever takes him as an ally, he 
will lead him astray and guide him to the punishment o f  the raging 
fire.p (al-Hajj 22: 4)

Hence Allah says: ^But if  they turn away, Allah does not love the 
disbelievers^; rather He hates them and despises them, and punishes 
them in the severest manner. It is as if  this verse is explaining what 
it means to follow His Messenger, which is by obeying Allah and 
obeying His Messenger. This is following in the true sense.
