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control, encompassed by His kindness and subject to His commands,
after which you will be brought to account, is it befitting for you to
disbelieve in Him? Can that be anything other than great ignorance
and foolishness? Rather what is befitting for you is to believe in Him,
be aware of Him, be grateful to Him, fear His punishment and hope
for His reward.

Excluded from that is everything that
is evil or foul; the prohibition on such things may also be understood
from the meaning of this verse. Allah has created (all things) for
our benefit, so whatever is harmful is excluded from that, and it is
a blessing from Him that He has forbidden foul things to us so as to
protect us from them.
