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2:275. Those who consume usury will not stand [on the Day of
Resurrection] except like a madman who is being beaten by
the Shaytdn. That is because they say: Trade is like usury; but
Allah has permitted trade and forbidden usury. Therefore, he
who desists because of the admonition that has come to him
from his Lord may keep his past gains; his case is for Allah [to
judge]; but those who return to it will be inhabitants of the fire;
they will abide therein forever.
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2:276. Allah destroys usury, but will give increase for deeds of charity.
Allah does not love any ungrateful sinner.

2:277. Those who believe, and do righteous deeds, and establish prayer
and give zakah, will have their reward with their Lord; they will
have no fear nor will they grieve.

2:278. O you who believe! Fear Allah, and give up what is still due to
you of usury, if you are indeed believers.
