That is, are the seekers seeking a religion other than the religion 
o f Allah? That is not appropriate and it is not befitting, because there 
is no better religion than the religion o f Allah 
«{when to Him has submitted everything in the heavens and on earth, 
willingly or unwillingly)* that is, all o f  creation are subjugated to Him 
and in a state o f  submission to Him, willingly and by choice, namely 
the Muslim believers who are submitting to the worship o f  their Lord, 
or unwillingly, namely the rest o f  creation, even the disbelievers who 
must submit to His will and decree, and they have no way o f evading 
it or resisting it, and to Him all creatures will return, and He will judge 
between them and requite them on the basis o f  either grace or justice.
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3:84. Say: We believe in Allah, and that which has been sent down 
to us, and that which was sent down to Ibraheem, Isma‘eel, Is-
haq, Ya'qoob, and the tribes, and that which was given to Moosa 
and ‘Eesa, and to the Prophets from their Lord. We make no 
distinction between one and another o f them, and to Him we 
have submitted [in Islam].

There is a similar verse in Soorat al-Baqarah (2: 136).
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
