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«fthey shall be inhabitants o f the fire)? that is, they will be the ones 
who stay in it and do not depart from it
^they shall abide therein forever)?; they will never come out o f  it, 
the punishment will never be reduced for them and they will never 
be helped.

These and similar verses indicate that creation, both humans and 
jinn, will be divided into two groups: those who are blessed (destined 
for paradise) and those who are doomed (destined for hell). These 
verses also describe the two groups and the deeds that may lead to that. 
The jinn are like humans with regard to the reward and punishment, 
just as they are like them with regard to commands and prohibitions.

Then Allah (4c) begins to remind the Children o f  Israel o f  His 
favours and kindness towards them:

2:40. O Children of Israel! Remember the favours which I bestowed 
upon you, and fulfil your covenant with Me and I shall fulfil 
My covenant with you, and fear none but Me.

2:41. And believe in what I have sent down, which confirms that 
which is [already] with you, and do not be the first to disbelieve 
therein or sell My revelations for a small price; and fear Me, 
and Me alone.

2:42. And do not confuse truth with falsehood, nor conceal the truth 
knowingly.
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
